My dear parishioners:

Today, we celebrate Pentecost Sunday, the day when the Holy Spirit

descended on the disciples and the church was founded. The spirit

came upon the timid disciples in the form of tongues of fire and

transformed them into true messengers of Jesus. On this day Jesus

wants us to know the freedom of living in his Spirit. This feast is the

culmination of the Paschal mystery where Jesus fulfils his promise of

sending the Holy Spirit. This feast also indicates that the Holy Spirit is

an on-going reality, who will be with the church forever and who will

touch our lives every single day. All the three readings make

reference to the arrival of the Holy Spirit, being baptized in the Spirit

and being sent forth to proclaim the Word of God. The Gospel brings

us to the Easter Day, the day of the Resurrection on the first day of

the week and Jesus breathes on the Apostles who were there with

Mary. The breathing recalls God breathing life into the dust and

bringing the first human being into existence. Here too there is a kind

of creation, as the disciples are re-created into the new persons. He

gives them the power to forgive and to reconcile. This is their new

task and ours as well namely: to be agents of reconciliation in a world

devasted by division and dissension of every kind.
